Construction debris loads of more than
four cubic yards +
Dirt, concrete, rocks, bricks, and other
inert material +, ++
Hazardous materials
Liquids
Manure +
Ashes (dead or alive) +
Asbestos +
Bulky heavy items that may damage the
transfer trailers or hinder unloading +

Commingled Recyclables: Newspaper,
cardboard, aluminum and tin cans, plastic
food and beverage containers, catalogs,
magazines, junk mail, and paperboard. No
plastic bags or clamshell food containers.

Yard Debris: Leaves, grass, tree trimmings,
and stumps (<12” diameter). Yard debris
must be free of dirt and rocks.

Appliances: Residential refrigerators,
freezers, ranges, dishwashers, air
conditioners, washers, and dryers.

Wood Waste: Lumber, particle board,
plywood, and waferboard (OSB). DOES NOT
INCLUDE:  Laminates (Formica and
melamine) and treated lumber. No large
metal fasteners (nails are okay).

Household refuse / construction debris

Qualifies for the Secure Load Rebate
Limit 4 cubic yards for construction debris.

Yard Debris                    $6 per cubic yard
Wood Waste                  $6 per cubic yard
Wood waste is only accepted for recycling in Bend
and Redmond. 8 ft. length maximum.
Clean Fill                         $6 per cubic yard
Clean Fill is only accepted in Redmond.

Appliances with Freon              $20 each
(Limit 4)

Tires (No wheel)                           $2 each
Tires (With wheel)                       $4 each
(Limit 12. No heavy truck or equipment tires.)

Hazardous waste drop-off
The Hazardous Waste Facility at the Knott
Landfill Recycling and Transfer Facility accepts a
wide variety of hazardous waste free of charge
from residential users. The Hazardous Waste
Facility is open from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m. on the
second and fourth Friday and Saturday of each
month. Business generated hazardous waste is
accepted for a fee. Call (541) 317-3163 for more
information.

Compost sales
Yard debris is composted and available for sale
at the Knott Landfill Recycling and Transfer
Facility. The compost is laboratory tested every
three months to ensure quality standards are
met.
