Prescription Medication:

Sharps generated by residents are
accepted free of charge at the
Knott, Negus, Northwest and
Southwest Transfer Stations. See
site attendant for directions on
where to place containers. MUST BE
CONTAINED IN A LEAK-PROOF,
PUNCTURE-PROOF CONTAINER.
Sharps containers are available
through local pharmacies and
medical supply retailers. 

Non-narcotic medications can be
disposed of with your regular trash.
Remove contents from containers
and empty them in your trash can. 
For narcotic medications, call the
Sheriff's Office at (541) 388-6655 or
the Department of Solid Waste at

information.
